APPLICATION PACKET REQUIREMENTS CHECKLIST
1. Acompleted application form for the Mc’Alpin Nursing Scholarship.
__ 2. Atyped list of church, school and community organizations to which the applicant belongs
including any office held.
3. Three letters of recommendation are required:
a. One letter from the principal, guidance counselor or teacher of the school in which the
student attends or from which the applicant has graduated.
b. Two letters from adults, other than relatives, attesting to the applicant’s character.
If currently a Nursing student, one letter should be from a member of the teaching staff of the
college or nursing school.
d. [If currently a Nurse who is continuing study, one letter should be from a doctor or member of
the supervisory staff where the applicant is (or last was) employed.
4. Submit an essay of 300 words or less on: Your Desire To Study Nursing.
5. Submit a certified transcript of your high school and/or college grades.
6. Submit a brief statement of the military service of the veteran through whom applicant is eligible:
Include branch of service and dates of service or a photocopy of veteran’s discharge papers.
7. Please explain on a separate paper if there are special financial hardships or needs that should be
taken into consideration.
8. Submit a resume of applicant’s training and experience in nursing (graduate study applicants only).

RULES

1. Applicants must present the completed application packet to the UNIT Education Chairman prior to
March 1%, 2011.

2. Judging at all levels shall be on the following basis: character, financial need, scholastic history, reference
letters, and resume of applicant’s training and experience in nursing (graduate students only).

3.  The Scholarship must be used within twelve (12) months of the date that the winner receives notification
from the Department Education Chairman or Department Secretary.

4.  The Scholarship money must be requested from the American Legion Auxiliary Department
Headquarters with the Scholarship Payment Form that will be sent to the recipient.
